Read me file for Community Response to the January 17, 1994 Northridge Earthquake: El Nino Subset
El Nino Files include:

The El Nino period covers September 1997 through September 1998.  Interviews with questions about the El Nino period were conducted in spring and summer 1999.  The El Nino sample consists of a subset of the 1830 respondents who participated in the three-wave 1994 Northridge household survey and who provided an address for a potential follow-up interview.  In addition, through a sampling oversight, there are also 19 respondents who lived in Ventura (rather than Northridge) in 1994, and who were interviewed in Wave 1 of the original Northridge survey.  Of the original 1830 Northridge respondents, 1834 provided their addresses for the follow-up.  Of those 1834, 721 were unavailable for follow-up (i.E., number disconnected, number belongs to other household, respondent deceased, etc.)  Of the remaining 627 (potentially) eligible households, 414 agreed to participate in El Nino.  Of these, 88 were LA County residents in Wave 1, 9 were Ventura County residents in Wave 1, 25 were LA County residents in Wave 2, and 292 were LA County residents from Wave 3.
