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submissions is April 25, 2003.

The REU summer program will take place
over an eight-week period from June 16th to
August 8nd, 2003. Participants will be awarded
tuition and registration fees, stipends of
$2,600, $840 in research and subsistance
support, and full student privileges at UCLA.

Academic coursework: Students will be
enrolled in two concurrent upper-division
courses in sociology for a total of 10 units.
Completion of the REU program will
culminate in a professional-quality writing
sample.

Research training: The REU program should
be considered as a full-time job for the
summer.  Student researchers will work closely
with principal investigators and other research
supervisors for 8-10 hours per week on-
campus, and will engage in independent
fieldwork at a given site for another 10-12
hours per week.  Additional hours will be
devoted to reading course materials and
writing field notes.

Qualifications and Application:
Students from any social science discipline
will be admitted, however, those who have
satisfied the prerequisite of at least one
introductory level and one upper-division
sociology course will be preferred.  Students
should have a minimum 3.2 GPA.

To apply for the program, students must
submit an application form, personal
statement, letter of recommendation, and
college transcripts to the address on this form.
