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As noted in the last assignment, your job here is to examine the validity of the argument that the war came about because of the workings of the mobilization system.  When you prepared for the previous class, you had to consider how one could flesh out that argument, breaking it down into a number of more specific, historically-testable claims.  In this paper, after recapitulating very briefly (1-2 pp.) how that general argument breaks down into those specific historical claims (quoting some salient phrases from the texts reviewed in this context), you will then systematically test those claims against the historical evidence found in the parts of the Albertini book reproduced in the bulkpack.  What do the different elements of this examination add up to?  What sort of general conclusion do you draw from your analysis?
